Radon is a radioactive gas that comes fromthe breakdown of uraniumin soil and rock. It is invisible, odorless and tasteless. When
radon is released fromthe ground into the outdoor air, it is diluted and is not a concern. However, in endosed spaces, like homes,
it can accurmulate to high levels and become a risk to the health of you and your farrily. Parkland has partnered with the Alberta
Lung Assodiation, and with support from Health Canada to meke 20 Radon Screening Kits available to library patrons.
